She has numerous certificates from
participation in various trainings. She carries out her research activities in the field of
entrepreneurship and innovation . Her scientific interests are focused on the problems of
innovation potential, entrepreneurial culture and innovation management, which is reflected
both in her dissertation work and in her publication activities.

He is currently the Director of the Administration Directorate, which is related to

organizing, coordinating and planning the work of the employees in the directorate.



II. General characteristics of the presented dissertation work

The dissertation has a volume of 356 standard pages , contains an introduction, four
chapters, a conclusion , includes 19 tables and 62 figures , as well as 5 appendices . Over 300
literary sources and 18 online resources have been used , which demonstrates in-depth literary
awareness. The literature used is sufficiently diverse and correctly focused on the researched
scientific problem, which for a young researcher is a very positive feature. Results of a survey
conducted by the author himself have also been used. The rich set of literary sources and other
information is a prerequisite for the good development of the problem.

The development is properly structured and balanced - it includes an introduction, four
chapters, a conclusion, a list of literary sources and appendices.

The style of the presentation is concise, precise and relevant to the research topic, and
the text is written in understandable scientific language. The dissertation is very well formatted
and arranged, including tables, figures, etc.

The dissertation submitted for review represents an in-depth and complex scientific
study of the development and management of the innovation potential of entrepreneurial
business, examining the evolution of theoretical positions on innovation, their role in
transforming the economy, and the specifics of the entrepreneurial process. In terms of content,
the doctoral student has presented structured, specific arguments that convincingly substantiate
the relevance and significance of the dissertation topic.

The mandatory attributes for a dissertation research are highlighted - object, subject,
main scientific thesis, research goal and tasks. In structural terms, the dissertation work is
logically sound. The research thesis is correctly defined. The object and subject of the
dissertation work are clearly and correctly defined. Object The research topic is the innovation
potential of entrepreneurial business in Bulgaria. Its subject is the opportunities for
development and management of the innovation potential of entrepreneurial business in
Bulgaria . In this regard, the goal of the study is correctly formulated - to analyze and assess
the innovation potential of entrepreneurial business in Bulgaria and to identify opportunities for
its development and management. 6 main research tasks have been formulated, which are
correctly defined, and their solution would allow the realization of the set goal.

The tools used are adequate to the issues, as the research methodology includes the use
of the comparison method, the analysis and synthesis method, the induction and deduction
method, the grouping method, an intuitive and systematic approach, content analysis, tabular
and graphical methods, methods for revealing the structure, dynamics and territorial location of
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the surveyed enterprises, and the survey method. Sufficient sources of the research were used
in terms of volume and scope. The limitations in terms of place, time, methodology and scope
of the research are clearly and specifically stated.

I believe that with the above characteristics, the dissertation is a complete scientific
work, comprehensively encompassing the theoretical, methodological and scientific-

applied issues of the research conducted by the doctoral student.

II1. Evaluation of the content and main results of the dissertation work

Overall, the dissertation is distinguished by precision, logical consistency, depth of
research, and an effort to consider problems in a complex manner, in their mutual connection
and dependence.

A thorough and well-reasoned introduction reveals the relevance of the topic of the
dissertation. In terms of content and basic elements, the introduction covers what is necessary
for this part of the dissertation.

The first chapter of the dissertation covers the main theoretical issues related to the
evolution of theoretical approaches studying innovation and entrepreneurship . The first
paragraph examines the essence and importance of innovation management, tracing the various
definitions proposed by researchers in the field. The second paragraph pays attention to the
historical retrospection and modern concepts of entrepreneurship in economic theories . The
conclusion is made that at the modern stage, the theory of entrepreneurship is developing in
symbiosis with applied economics and management disciplines, applying the interdisciplinary
approach. This allows for the improvement of the entrepreneurial organizational structure,
ensuring effective interaction between large and small businesses, as well as the development
of new forms and methods of competitive struggle.

I can summarize that the doctoral student is well aware of the state of the problem,
analytically and creatively evaluating and interpreting the literary sources. She
demonstrates excellent knowledge of the theoretical frameworks related to innovation and
entrepreneurship .

The second chapter of the dissertation analyzes the essence and classification of
innovations, examines the features of the innovation process, as well as the factors affecting the
innovation potential of entrepreneurial business. Attention is also paid to innovations and the
transformation of the modern economy . This chapter is structured in four main paragraphs. 7he
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first paragraph justifies the need to classify and divide innovations into separate groups,
according to certain characteristics. This allows to systematize knowledge about the type of
innovations, their manifestation and their positions and role in the organizational structure. The
opinion is expressed that the typology of innovations is important not only for the development
of a consistent theory of innovation management, but also for the practice of innovation
management. The conclusion is made that despite the diversity in the typology and
classification of innovations, the discovery and implementation of the appropriate types of
innovations offers numerous advantages for business organizations - it unlocks new revenue
streams, expands market reach, increases competitive advantages, increases customer
satisfaction, and encourages employee engagement and creative initiative.

In the second paragraph, the author presents the essence of the innovation process.
The relationship between innovation activity and innovation potential is revealed. The more
active the innovation activity, the greater the innovation potential of the business organization.
Innovation potential is a kind of integration of certain resources of an intellectual, financial and
technical nature, which together provide the the business entity the opportunity to form and
reproduce innovative goods.

In the third paragraph, the factors influencing the innovation potential of
entrepreneurial business are examined. The opinion is developed that a key factor for realizing
the innovation potential is the implementation of an effective management mechanism, which
is based on a positive (in terms of innovation) culture of the organization and motivation for
active innovation activity. Paragraph four reflects the author's view of the place of innovation
in the transformation of the modern economy. In the modern world, the growing importance of
technology for economic development is undeniable. The need for prioritizing investment in
human (intellectual) capital through the creation and maintenance of quality education and
support for research and development is emphasized.

The third chapter tracks the development of the innovation potential of entrepreneurial
business in Bulgaria and in the European space for the period 2015-2023. Based on the analysis,
the author concludes that despite the leading position of our country in the Balkans in startup
ecosystems and the exceptional contribution of the IT sector, significant structural changes in
state policy are required, as well as measures to change public attitudes and to form a solid
entrepreneurial and innovation culture.

Chapter four represents the strongest part of the study. An empirical study was
conducted among 66 respondents from different sectors and 25 questions, which revealed the
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following problems facing the innovation potential of enterprises: limited access to financing,
insufficient development of innovation potential, the key role of the human factor, the influence
of the market environment on innovation.

practical solutions are proposed - human capital development, improvement of the
institutional environment, strengthening the "science-business" connection.

From the analysis of the presented dissertation work, I can summarize that each
of its structural units contributes to the formation of the conclusions, generalizations and
recommendations made by the author. The study has practical applicability not only in
the objects of study, but also in other innovative enterprises. The doctoral student has
correctly chosen the topic of her dissertation, has proven the formulated thesis, has
achieved the tasks set and has made justified proposals for improving the innovation

potential of enterprises in Bulgaria .

1V . Evaluation of the obtained scientific and applied scientific results

The general impression of the dissertation work is that the author demonstrates a high
level of information literacy and excellent theoretical preparation, makes his own and motivated
assessments of the issues under consideration. The research is characterized by convincingly
and clearly defended positions and conclusions, both in terms of the analyzed theories and in
terms of practical guidelines and forecasts.

2. To deepen the analysis of entrepreneurial ecosystems and clusters.

In conclusion, I would like to point out that the recommendations made do not diminish
the merits of the dissertation. The doctoral student possesses research qualities, which is evident
both from the presented work and from the publications related to it. Adriana Atanasova's
dissertation is an independent work of high scientific value and practical significance. The

problem posed in it reveals further opportunities for deepening the research activity.
