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I. General presentation of the PhD student

Adriana Atanasova completed her higher education at the South-West University
"Neofit Rilski", Blagoevgrad, where in 2013 she obtained a Master degree in "Business
Management", and in 2015 — a Master degree in "Finance". The doctoral student currently holds
the position of Director, Administration Directorate at the College of Tourism - Blagoevgrad.
She has completed a number of training courses, through which she has upgraded her
professional knowledge, practical skills and competencies. She speaks excellent Greek and very
good English.

Since 2022, she has been a doctoral student in a full-time form of study in the doctoral
program "Economics and Management /Entrepreneurship/" in the Department of "Business
Management and Marketing" of the Faculty of Economics of the South-West University "N.
Rilski" - Blagoevgrad. During the period of preparation for her doctoral studies, Adriana
Atanasova won: first prize for participation in the Student and Doctoral Scientific Session
"Management, Quality and Competitiveness for Sustainable Development", organized by the

Department of "Management and Marketing" at the Faculty of Economics of South-West



University "Neofit Rilski" in the "Doctoral Students" category; second prize for participation
in the 19-th National Competition "Young Economist 2023", organized by the Union of
Economists in Bulgaria in the "Doctoral Students" category. She is a member of the editorial
board of the journal Yearbook of the College of Tourism - Blagoevgrad. She is a member of
the non-profit association "Association of the College of Tourism - Blagoevgrad" from 2017 to
the present. Parallel to her studies as a doctoral student, she is a part-time lecturer at the Faculty

of Economics of Southwestern University and leads seminars with students.

II. General characteristics of the dissertation work

The dissertation contains an introduction, an exposition in four chapters, a conclusion
and a list of references and is in a volume of 356 standard text pages. The text includes 19 tables
and 62 figures, and in the Appendices - 1 table and 3 figures. 321 sources were used, of which:
303 literary sources and 18 online sources. They show a sufficient scope of the literary research
in the subject area of the dissertation. All sources were used in good faith and correctly in the
process of the dissertation research. There are 5 appendices to the dissertation in a volume of
13 pages.

The language and style of the text are precise and relevant to the researched issues. The
dissertation is very well structured and arranged, incl. tables, figures, etc.

The doctoral dissertation submitted for review is a thorough and complex scientific
study of the possibilities for development and management of the innovation potential of
entrepreneurial business. In terms of content, the doctoral student has presented structured,
specific arguments convincingly justifying the relevance and significance of the topic of the
dissertation.

The mandatory attributes of a dissertation work - research hypothesis/s, object, subject,
goals of the dissertation work are precisely defined, linked and aimed at clarifying the problem
of revealing the possibilities for development and management of the innovation potential of
entrepreneurial business. The methods used and the limitations of the study are correctly
indicated. In this way, the framework of the development is outlined. It is characterized by a
sound structure of the individual parts of the presentation and a clear logical connection. The
structure is subordinated to the objectives of the study. The necessary attention is paid to the
degree of development in the scientific literature of the problem focused on in the dissertation.

The main scientific thesis of the study is formulated correctly, in accordance with the
topic and objectives of the dissertation.

The object and subject of the dissertation work are clearly and correctly defined.



The main goal of the study is correctly stated, for the achievement of which six specific
scientific tasks are set. These tasks are correctly defined and their solution would allow
achieving the goal of the development.

The methodological tools used are adequate to the problem.

In view of the set tasks of the study, appropriate and sufficient in volume and scope
sources of the study were used. The doctoral student has studied and systematized a large
amount of information. The literature used is sufficient in volume and scope, relevant in content
and directed to the researched scientific question. The literary sources are cited in accordance
with the established standards. Results of an empirical study conducted by the author are also
used. The rich literature and other information is a prerequisite and basis for the in-depth
development of the research problem.

The limitations of the study are indicated. The difficulties it faced could also be
presented.

The appendix to the dissertation is well structured and presented, it refers to the key
moment of the development, in particular to the empirical research.

I believe that with the above characteristics the dissertation work is a complete scientific
work, encompassing in a complex the theoretical, methodological and scientific-applied issues

of the research conducted by the doctoral student.

I11. Evaluation of the content and main results of the dissertation work

The dissertation submitted for review complies with the basic requirements for scientific
and applied research, as a result of which specific results have been achieved. Overall, the
dissertation is distinguished by precision, logical consistency, depth of research and a desire for
a comprehensive examination of the problems in their mutual relationship and dependence.

As content and basic elements, the introduction covers what is necessary for this part of
the dissertation. The individual elements of the introduction are well presented in accordance
with what is required and expected of it.

The first chapter of the dissertation examines the main theoretical issues related to the
evolution of the concepts of innovation and entrepreneurship in economic theories. The first
paragraph correctly begins with a presentation of the evolution of theoretical approaches to the
study of innovation and innovation potential based on a very broad and in-depth literature
review of the development of concepts and perceptions in this regard. The theoretical

determinants of innovation and innovation potential in small business are presented. I positively



evaluate from a content point of view the Table 1 proposed by the doctoral student, in which a
systematization of the stages in the development of innovation theory is made. Based on the
results of the analysis of the theoretical statements in this paragraph, the doctoral student makes
his own justified conclusion, namely that the theory of innovation is characterized by an
incomplete development of the economy of the innovative type of reproduction. The second
paragraph raises for consideration the issues related to historical retrospection and
contemporary concepts of entrepreneurship in economic theories. The content of the paragraph
shows that the doctoral student has studied in full and to a very high degree of depth, the
theoretical concepts in this subject area and their development in a historical perspective. |
highly appreciate the summarized conclusions made at the end of the first chapter and I believe
that they arise from the analysis made in it. I believe that the first chapter adequately sets the
theoretical basis of the study and deserves a positive assessment.

The second chapter examines the conceptual foundations of innovation and the
innovation potential of entrepreneurial business. In terms of content and structure, the text is
well developed. The presentation shows that the doctoral student has a thorough knowledge of
the issues falling within the subject area of this part. It is right to start with a paragraph dedicated
to the essence and classification of innovations. In the following paragraphs, the emphasis is
placed on the features of the innovation process, innovation development and factors affecting
the innovation potential of entrepreneurial business and innovations and the transformation of
the modern economy. An extremely broad and at the same time analytical review of the
theoretical concepts, approaches, models, classifications, etc. existing in the literature is made.
It is impressive that the doctoral student has presented a number of his views, based on a critical
and creative analysis of the content of the scientific literature on the issues under study. Here,
too, at the end of the chapter, appropriate, well-formulated and substantively sound conclusions
are made.

I positively assess the content and structure of the third chapter, which is dedicated to
the essence and development of entrepreneurial business in Bulgaria. The main emphasis is
correctly placed on the nature and development of entrepreneurial business, the essence and
features of the entrepreneurial process, the management of the innovation potential of
entrepreneurial business, the state and development of entrepreneurial business in Bulgaria.
Each of the paragraphs of this chapter examines the main theoretical and practical aspects of
entrepreneurial business. A strong point of this part is the complete and in-depth empirical
analysis and assessment of the state and development of entrepreneurial business in our country.

Appropriate empirical data have been used, which have been properly processed, analyzed and



illustrated with well-designed tables and graphs. Adequate conclusions have been drawn,
arising from the content of the presentation in this chapter.

The fourth chapter is devoted to the assessment of the innovation potential of
entrepreneurial business in Bulgaria. The first paragraph outlines the methodological
framework of the study. It is based on general scientific and specialized methods, including
synthesis, induction, a systematic approach, retrospective content analysis, regression analysis
and comparative assessments. The application of these methods ensures the solution of the
research tasks set. The necessary attention is correctly paid to the presentation of the individual
aspects of the methodology used for the purposes of the study. The second paragraph presents
the results of the analysis and assessment of the innovation potential of entrepreneurial business
in Bulgaria. In order to more fully clarify the questions posed in the dissertation study, a
questionnaire survey was conducted, which fills the information space with empirical data and
expands the research horizon of problem areas in modern economic theory and practice, namely
the opportunities for development and management of the innovation potential of
entrepreneurial business in Bulgaria. A survey developed by the doctoral student was used,
which included adequate questions, the answers to which allow revealing essential and
significant aspects of the innovation potential of entrepreneurial business in our country. The
survey covered 66 respondents. The approach to forming the sample is presented and the main
characteristics of the respondents are outlined. The important methodological aspects of the
study are clarified, concerning: instrumentation and measurement; process; analysis;
limitations. and their. I definitely believe that this is the strongest part of the dissertation. The
results of the study are correctly presented and analyzed, incl. and illustrated with appropriate
figures. A thorough quantitative and qualitative interpretation of the data obtained in the course
of the study is noted. Based on the results obtained, valuable, novel, scientific and applied
conclusions have been made. I also highly appreciate the main recommendations made aimed
at improving the innovation activity of enterprises, based on the empirical results obtained from
the analysis. The third paragraph, which presents the opportunities identified by the doctoral
student for the development and management of the innovation potential of entrepreneurial
business in Bulgaria, is a natural logical conclusion to this chapter. This chapter also concludes
with a presentation of well-structured results resulting from the research.

The conclusion presents the summarized results of the scientific research conducted in
the dissertation and formulates the main conclusions based on these results. I positively assess

the practical recommendations made, which are based on the empirical results obtained and



have contributory significance. Possible directions for further future research by the doctoral
student in the subject area under consideration are identified.

The content of the dissertation is specifically focused, without unnecessary digressions
and descriptions. The author analyses and brings out characteristics and features,
interrelationships and dependencies and expresses views and positions on the issues under

consideration, falling within the subject field of the study.

IV.  Evaluation of scientific and practical results and contributions

It can be argued that the dissertation student has conducted her own scientific research
and obtained original scientific results, on the basis of which she made her own analyses and
generalizations. The doctoral student formulated 5 contributions of a theoretical-
methodological and scientific-applied nature. The contributions are contained in the dissertation
and corresponds to the positive evaluations expressed in the review.

The author’s abstract is composed on the basis of the presentation of the dissertation
work and reflects the design and structure of the research and the results obtained. It meets the

accepted standards for composing a dissertation abstract.

V. Critical remarks and recommendations

The peer-reviewed work is a serious attempt at an in-depth study of the problems related
to innovative entrepreneurship in small businesses in the context of digital transformation. In
addition to the remarks and recommendations made in the comments of the individual parts of
the dissertation, general one can be made that do not detract from the merits of the research, but
aim to further increase its quality:

1. A clearer and more definitive emphasis could be placed on one’s own opinion
regarding the issues under consideration.

Certain recommendations can be made to the doctoral candidate regarding their future
work:

1. Given that the dissertation topic is significant and concerns a very current scientific
and scientifically-applied problem, I believe that it will attract broad scientific interest. For this
reason, I recommend that the dissertation, after possible additions, revisions, etc. can be

published as a monograph.



2. Research could be continued and deepened on the problem related to the opportunities
for development and management of the innovation potential of entrepreneurial business in
view of its versatility and great economic and social significance.

I would like to pose the following question to the doctoral candidate:

How would you comment on the representativeness of the empirical research?

VI. Conclusion

The dissertation work submitted for review on the topic: ,,Opportunities for developing
and managing the innovation potential of entrepreneurial business* is in accordance with the
requirements of the Academic Staff Development Act in the Republic of Bulgaria, the
Regulations for its implementation and the Internal Rules for Academic Staff Development at
South-West University "Neofit Rilski". The doctoral student meets the set minimum national
requirements for obtaining the educational and scientific degree “Doctor”. I firmly believe that
the topic of the dissertation work is relevant and the content of the work is original from a
scientific point of view. There is a clearly formulated problem, a scientific-methodological
framework is developed to address this problem, and an experimental study is conducted, the
results of which lead to conclusions and recommendations that represent indisputable scientific
and scientifically-applied contributions. I assess the doctoral candidate’s high level of
preparation and thorough knowledge within the dissertation's subject area.
