I. Summary data about the candidate

Adriana Kostadinova Atanasova is a full-time doctoral student at the Department of
Business Management and Marketing, Faculty of Economics, South-West University “Neofit
Rilski”. She holds Master's degrees in Business Management and Finance, as well as a
Professional Bachelor's degree in Business Administration and Organization and Management
of Tourism Services.

The candidate has extensive professional experience in the fields of administration,
human resource management, and higher education. Since 2017, she has served as Director of
the Administration Directorate at the College of Tourism — Blagoevgrad, having previously
held various expert and managerial positions within the same institution.

Her research interests focus on entrepreneurship, innovation, and the management of
innovation potential. She actively participates in scientific forums, research projects, and
training activities aimed at enhancing her academic and professional competencies, which is
also reflected in the development of the presented dissertation.

I1. General characteristics of the dissertation work

The dissertation submitted for review, entitled “Opportunities for the Development and
Management of the Innovation Potential of Entrepreneurial Business”, is distinguished by its
strong theoretical and applied orientation and by the high relevance of the research topic. The
study addresses one of the most significant factors for enhancing competitiveness and ensuring
the sustainable development of the modern economy - the innovation potential of
entrepreneurial businesses and the opportunities for its effective management.

The dissertation comprises 356 standard pages and is structured into an introduction, four
chapters, a conclusion, and five appendices. The study draws upon 303 literature sources and
18 online sources, demonstrating the author's extensive theoretical preparation and profound
knowledge of the subject matter. The dissertation includes 19 tables and 62 figures, while the
appendices contain 1 table and 3 figures, all contributing to the clearer presentation and
substantiation of the research findings.

The research is based on a clearly formulated scientific thesis according to which the
dynamic changes in the business environment require the continuous development of
innovation potential and the implementation of innovations as a means of achieving market
success and enhancing the competitiveness of entrepreneurial businesses.



The methodological framework includes analysis and synthesis, induction and deduction,
comparative analysis, grouping, systems approach, content analysis, tabular and graphical
methods, as well as a questionnaire survey. The methods employed are appropriate to the
objectives and tasks of the research and ensure the scientific validity of the obtained results.

Overall, the dissertation has been developed in accordance with the academic
requirements for doctoral-level research and is characterized by logical consistency, sound
theoretical reasoning, and practical orientation.

I11. Assessment of the form and content of the dissertation

The topic of the dissertation is both timely and significant from scientific and practical
perspectives. In the context of accelerated digitalization, global competition, and the
transformation of economic processes, innovation and innovation potential have become key
factors in the development of entrepreneurial structures and sustainable economic growth.

The structure of the dissertation is logically coherent and corresponds to the established
research objectives and tasks. The presentation is consistent and ensures a smooth transition
from the theoretical foundations to the analysis of entrepreneurial business in Bulgaria and the
formulation of practical guidelines for the development and management of innovation
potential.

The first chapter analyzes the evolution of theoretical approaches to innovation and
entrepreneurship, as well as the main scientific concepts that have shaped contemporary
understandings of the role of innovation in economic development. A systematic review of the
leading theories and schools of thought in the fields of innovation and entrepreneurship is
provided.

The second chapter focuses on the conceptual foundations of innovation and innovation
potential. It examines the nature, classification, and specific features of the innovation process,
the factors influencing the innovation potential of entrepreneurial businesses, and the
relationship between innovation and the transformation of the modern economy.

The third chapter explores entrepreneurial business in Bulgaria, with emphasis on the
nature of the entrepreneurial process, the management of innovation potential, and the current
state and development of the entrepreneurial environment in the country.

The fourth chapter presents the research methodology and the analysis and assessment of
the innovation potential of entrepreneurial businesses in Bulgaria. The results of the empirical
study are discussed, and specific opportunities and recommendations for the development and
management of innovation potential are proposed.

The dissertation abstract accurately and comprehensively reflects the content of the
dissertation, its main propositions, findings, and contributions. The publications submitted are
directly related to the dissertation research and demonstrate the doctoral candidate’s sustained
scientific interest and commitment to the research problem.

IV. Identification and evaluation of the scientific contributions of the dissertation

The dissertation contains scientific and applied scientific contributions that may be
regarded as the result of independent and in-depth research work.

A significant scientific contribution is the systematization and synthesis of the main
theoretical approaches to the study of innovation, the innovation process, and innovation
potential, as well as the analysis of the nature and specific characteristics of the entrepreneurial
process.
