1. General Characteristics of the Presented Dissertation

The dissertation comprises 356 standard pages and includes an introduction, four
chapters, a conclusion, 19 tables, 62 figures, and 5 appendices. More than 300 literary sources
and 18 online resources have been used. This demonstrates excellent awareness of the
relevant literature, based on a diverse information base and thorough preparation on the

research problem.



The work is properly structured, logically consistent, and well balanced. The
exposition is concise, precise, and written in clear academic language. The dissertation is well
formatted and organized, including the tables, figures, and appendices.

The dissertation is undoubtedly topical and represents an in-depth and comprehensive
scientific study of the development and management of the innovation potential of
entrepreneurial business. It examines the theoretical foundations of innovation, its role in
economic transformation, and the specific features of the entrepreneurial process. The
doctoral student convincingly substantiates the relevance and significance of the topic. A
major part of the dissertation presents the author’s own questionnaire survey.

The main attributes of the dissertation research are correctly formulated — object,
subject, scientific thesis, aim, and tasks. The object of the study is the innovation potential of
entrepreneurial business in Bulgaria, while the subject is the opportunities for its development
and management. The aim of the research is clearly focused on analysing and assessing this
potential and identifying practical opportunities for its improvement. The six formulated
research tasks are adequate to the stated aim.

The methodological tools used are appropriate for the research problem and include
comparative analysis, analysis and synthesis, induction and deduction, grouping, a systemic
approach, content analysis, tabular and graphical methods, as well as a questionnaire survey.
The limitations of the study in terms of place, time, methodology, and scope are also

indicated.

11. Assessment of the Content and Main Results of the Dissertation

The dissertation is distinguished by its integrity, analytical depth, and consistent
research logic. The introduction properly presents the relevance of the topic and contains the
necessary elements for this type of scientific work.

The first chapter examines the main theoretical concepts related to innovation and
entrepreneurship. The author demonstrates good knowledge of the scientific literature and
presents entrepreneurship in connection with applied economics, management sciences, and
the interdisciplinary approach.

The second chapter analyses the types of innovation, the innovation process, and the
factors influencing the innovation potential of entrepreneurial business. Emphasis is placed on
the role of organizational culture, management mechanisms, human capital, and investments

in research and development.



The third chapter explores the development of innovation potential in Bulgaria and in
the European context for the period 2015-2023. The need for a more targeted state policy and
for building a sustainable innovation and entrepreneurial culture is substantiated.

The fourth chapter has a clear empirical and applied focus. Through the conducted
questionnaire survey, the main problems faced by enterprises are identified, including issues
related to financing, the human factor, the market environment, and innovation practices.
Practical guidelines are proposed for the development of human capital, the institutional
environment, and the relationship between science and business.

In summary, the dissertation logically leads to the conclusions and recommendations
made. The stated aim has been achieved, and relevant scientific-applied and applied results

have been obtained.

111. Assessment of the Scientific and Scientific-Applied Results Obtained

My overall review of the dissertation and the candidate’s abstract provides grounds for
the general conclusion that the dissertation submitted for defence contains scientific-applied
and applied results related to contributions to the development and management of the
innovation potential of entrepreneurial business.

I accept, in substance, the contributions claimed in the dissertation as actually
achieved. At the same time, I would aggregate them in order to present the results
accomplished in the dissertation in an even more convincing manner.

This gives
me grounds to make a specific recommendation aimed at deepening the results achieved so
far and supporting the doctoral student’s future academic development.

With a view to the further dissemination of the dissertation’s scientific theses, it is
recommended that the dissertation, after appropriate revision, be published as a monograph.
In this way, the author’s scientific theses will become accessible to a wider circle of interested

scholars and entrepreneurs.
