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1. General Overview of the Procedure and the Doctoral Candidate

Doctoral candidate Alisha Pavlova was enrolled in part-time doctoral training in the
doctoral programme Theory of Education and Didactics by Order No. 2955 of 19.12.20109.
She has fulfilled the requirements set out in her individual study plan and was discharged with
the right to proceed to defence by Order No. 7 of 08.01.2025. At present, by Order No. 749,
she has been transferred to the newly established Department of Social Pedagogy and Theory
and Methodology of Physical Education. During her doctoral training, the candidate
demonstrated a responsible attitude and sustained interest in the research problem she had
chosen, which was evident in her active communication with her scientific supervisor and in
the management of the training process in the context of ongoing structural and organisational
changes. Alisha Pavlova works with children at Ashley Academy Music School in Sofia. She
has experience as a music teacher working with preschool and school-age children, as well as

managerial experience in the field of education.

2. Relevance of the Topic

The dissertation reflects a fundamental change in our society concerning the role of

information technologies and social networks in the way pedagogical specialists search for,



systematise and analyse information, as well as in the approaches on which they base their
pedagogical interaction with adolescents and the means they use to implement innovative
ideas in practice. The dissertation presents the efforts of innovative educators to identify and
apply methods in search of those that may be defined as effective and applicable in specific
situations, while also communicating this experience to the wider public, including the
professional community, through platforms and channels, supported by evidence and
examples from the practice of fellow teachers.

3. Structure and Characteristics of the Dissertation

The dissertation is structured into an introduction, four chapters, conclusions,
recommendations, contributions, references and appendices, and meets the requirements for
this type of research work. The bibliography is extensive and up to date, and includes
numerous international sources. The main text comprises 263 pages. The data are presented
effectively in tabular form. The citation practice is accurate.

The theoretical analysis of scholarly literature presented in the first chapter
demonstrates the researcher’s very good awareness of the pedagogical aspects of the selected
research problem, including the concepts in favour of and against its establishment within the
academic community. The functions of popular-science pedagogy are clearly outlined. The
study represents a distinctive kaleidoscope of popular-science pedagogy, in which the
doctoral candidate’s ability for theoretical analysis and synthesis, authorial argumentation,
and the formulation and verification of hypotheses in the course of the research is evident.
The scientific contradictions are well substantiated: between theoretical models and their
practical implementation; between subjectivity and objectivity on the part of authors; and
between stereotypes and the neglect of context. The significant professional role of the
teacher, namely the teacher’s role as an innovator, is clearly highlighted. The dissertation
presents the importance of the pedagogue in relation to innovations in the education system
through the development of non-traditional pedagogical approaches based on reflection on
personal pedagogical experience and on the experience of the professional teaching
community. Another important aspect concerns the significance of popular-science pedagogy
for developing the functional part of teaching, or more specifically, materials intended to be
presented to a wider audience of specialists. In the definition of popular-science pedagogy
adopted by the doctoral candidate, one can discern Paul Natorp’s idea of the “pedagogisation”

of the social environment, or so-called “social education”. Today, however, as the doctoral
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candidate emphasises, this is realised through: 1) social networks, where ideas are presented
“through personal stories and visualised metaphors, while maintaining a clear educational
purpose” (after Campos, 2025); 2) educational policies, through national strategies and
programmes, as well as project-based activities; and 3) pedagogical culture oriented towards
dialogue, empathy, support and positivity.

In the second chapter, the doctoral candidate emphasises that contemporary
adolescents develop in a world of “algorithmic recommendations and influencer culture”,
which places them in a changed, to some extent “consumer-oriented” position, in my view,
and generally in a position oriented towards display, in which they seek publicity and
recognition, but also look for authorities and indicators of credibility. The chapter identifies
problematic areas that are often recognised as “taboo” topics in our education system, such as
sex education, loneliness and religious education, topics that generate sharply polarised
positions. For this reason, the thematic analysis carried out by the doctoral candidate is
valuable, as it presents “working” practical solutions from the perspective of the respondents
participating in the study. These are thematically grouped into the following core areas: 1)
according to the object of pedagogical interaction; 2) according to the subjects involved,
namely parents and children; and 3) according to the means of their application, including
play, communication, sport, art and project-based learning. It should be noted, however, that
this division is conditional and could be considered in greater detail.

In the third chapter, rich empirical material consisting of quantitative data has been
collected. Here, the doctoral candidate’s skills in formulating hypotheses and verifying them
through an in-depth analysis of the collected data can be clearly distinguished. Initially, the
opinion of 50 primary school teachers is examined. In the conducted study and the subsequent
analysis, the following conclusion stands out: “Goals before tools, and tools before
regulation”. In other words, according to the participants in the dissertation research, the main
problems are learning motivation, interest and learner engagement. In the analysis, teachers’
interest in popular-science pedagogy is summarised as pragmatic, from the perspective of
applicable ideas that enrich practice. The next thematic core concerns access channels in
combination with collegial reflection and support. The data obtained show that the application
of popular-science pedagogy influences teachers’ personal authority and the way they are
perceived by their pupils, which motivates them to share this experience with the expectation
that it will be multiplied within the educational environment. With regard to the barriers to the
introduction of these ideas, the doctoral candidate identifies in the analysis the following

responses: conservatism, lack of awareness and insufficient support from the academic
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environment through studies that would legitimise these ideas as effective. From a socio-
pedagogical perspective, the analysis of the topics within popular-science pedagogy shared by
the teacher participants in the discussions is significant: prevention of violence, addictive
behaviour, personal development and coping with stress. All these topics draw attention to the
need for support from an effective team of pedagogical specialists within the school
community, including a psychologist, a pedagogical counsellor, a social worker and a social
pedagogue.

In the fourth chapter of the dissertation, ten in-depth interviews were conducted
through a qualitative approach. Particularly valuable here are the doctoral candidate’s
conclusions that popular-science pedagogy is a means of innovation and change through
reflection on methods and readiness for experimentation; not only at the personal level, but
also at the institutional level, through a different organisational culture; and through
motivation supported by programmes and focused on technologies.

The doctoral candidate supports the conclusions drawn from the interviews with
verified and published studies by other authors and relates them to the hypotheses formulated

in the dissertation. Specific cases from teachers’ practice are also analysed.

4. Contribution

The scientifically grounded substantiation of popular-science pedagogy not as a
fashionable trend, but as a practice containing innovative potential for successful approaches
and methods of work in the educational environment that motivate learners.

The examination of the academic preparation of pedagogical specialists through the
perspective of practising teachers is valuable in terms of the possibility of incorporating
practice-relevant components into this preparation, either as separate academic disciplines or
as thematic units.

The role of the school is outlined as an organisational environment and culture that
stimulates innovation through leadership-based management, as well as through leadership
among innovative teachers who share their good practices.

Socio-pedagogical problems faced by teachers are identified, for the solution of which

they seek alternatives through popular-science pedagogy.

Should education aim only at interest and engagement, or also at knowledge, skills and
competences reflected in assessment?
