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Doctoral Thesis Title: Science-Fiction Education as an Alternative Education Practice

Environment

The submitted dissertation and supporting documents by the doctoral candidate Alisha Pavlova
comply with the public viva requirements. All their attributes constitute the complete
documentation. Four articles on topics related to the subject of the doctoral study are published
and submitted for evaluation.

I herewith consider the presented dissertation thesis compliant with the scientific
standards of dissertability, due to the problematic and avalanche-like increase in science-fiction
literature, not only in the field of education but in all areas of scientific knowledge, and the

growing necessity for its differentiated integration for professional educational purposes.

The thesis submitted by Alisha Pavlova constitutes a successful, original, and nuanced
attempt to present, analyze, and conceptualize the distinct boom taking place both in the
traditional book market and on the Internet for educational purposes. The task has been
successfully adopted in education through the implementation of specific science-fiction
literature products available in the social and scientific space, categorized by the author
according to original criteria focused on content, process, and instrument. The differentiated
selection serves to solve the research problem within a single study. Three components are
elicited as a result: defining the essence of science-fiction education, the spheres in which it is
situated, and the specifics that teachers encounter in the process of its application. | consider
this structure adequate in the light of the current study.



The first part presents the strict theoretical constructs underpinning the subsequent study
as a research project. The candidate’s skill in concept formulation and integrity in theory and
implementation are evident from the very beginning of the work and demonstrate the PhD
candidate’s capacity to manage complex theoretical and applied problems typical of modern
research scientists. A number of leading authors are selected whose authority opens forums for
the interpretation and development of their ideas for both lay and expert readers. In my opinion,
some of them do not contribute specifically to the present study in terms of their leading-author
quality, such as Makarenko and Suhomlinski. Yet, this is the author’s choice, and | accept it in

its function as a distinct research foundation subject to the author’s preference.

Elucidating the notion of science-fiction education and extrapolating it for applied
purposes is conducted correctly, without claiming exhaustiveness due to the impossibility of
making a complex analysis of the essence of science-fiction materials as literary works, sources
of non-standard knowledge, textbooks, philosophical compositions or original insights in the
fields of science, culture, business, and other areas. The thesis outlines spheres in education
where various works may be identified as science-fiction education. In this part, the doctoral
candidate demonstrates the skills to work in areas of strategic and applied importance that a
teacher would intuitively pursue to enrich their work with alternative practices. The study is
positioned into two parts. It is impressive that the first part studies a random selection of
teachers, whereas the second part studies teachers who specialize in certain areas and share, in
in-depth interviews, their experiences of using science-fiction education as a purposeful
methodological choice. Both research instruments are designed and developed by the doctoral
candidate as part of their dissertation work. It is worth noting that the two parts mutually enrich
each other, and their synthesis leads the researcher to conclusions that are scientifically
grounded and may serve as a basis for future research, which is qualitative in nature and reflects
more detailed, specific features and approbation problems. The analysis performed by the
doctoral candidate demonstrates a high level of mastery of research instruments, an ability to
see through the results and formulate relevant conclusions, drawing a complicated picture of
simultaneous acceptance and approbation of science-fiction pedagogical ideas, but also of their
critical projection into individual pedagogical practice dependent on context, culture, and social

expectations.
Recommendations:

1. The dissertation would benefit from a change in its graphic design presentation. It lacks any

graphic illustrations, a standard for this type of work. Further, it is precisely the science-fiction



education that clearly demonstrates this in its public presentation — through images,
photographs, QR code interactivity, and other art and graphic elements. Visualization would
make the text more lucid, attractive, and readable.

2. Ina future public presentation of texts from the thesis, | would recommend caution regarding
some propagandist-like categorizations such as Russian experience, Russian projects and
Russian practice, which occur multiple times throughout the text. The science of education
adheres to the citation of specific authors, schools, approaches and orientations, which in the

different countries are used by different theorists and practitioners.
Conclusion and Evaluation:

1. The dissertation thesis in terms of its content, procedure, and research aspects is
correctly presented, well structured, and poses the problem in a research field subject to a more

detailed observation, research, and implementation in the future.

2. | accept as relevant to the required level of theoretical and applied research, the
contributions formulated by the doctoral candidate. In addition, | would determine them as
follows:

e ldentifying and proving important aspects and characteristics of a relevant and
significant for the science of education problem regarding the analysis and
application of ideas ensuing from science-fiction education in school teaching and
learning practice;

e Idea formulation ensuing from shared teacher experience in creating new applied

approaches, integrating knowledge and skills in the area of science-fiction education;

¢ New knowledge in the scientific problems of study;

e Outlining possibilities for the creation of original scientific and learning content.

The scientific contributions in Alisha Pavlova’s doctoral thesis are within the professional

direction of 1.2. Education, in the scientific field of Theory of Education and Didactics.

They result from the candidate's conceptualization of theoretical and applied studies and

are presented in the scientific publications submitted for evaluation.

Conclusion and Proposal:



The comprehensive reading of Alisha Pavlova’s dissertation and applied scientific activities
provides grounds for drawing the following conclusions:

— The candidate organizes and effectively conducts the assigned academic and
dissertation activity;

- The candidate successfully conducts scientific and applied research studies in the area
of education.
