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Information about the procedure

The dissertation, abstract, and accompanying documents submitted by doctoral student Alisha
Pavlova meet the national requirements of the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic
of Bulgaria Act, its Implementing Rules, and the Regulations for the development of the
academic staff of South-West University (SWU) "Neofit Rilski". Alisha Pavlova is a part-time
doctoral student in the Department of Social Pedagogy, within the doctoral program "Theory
of Education and Didactics," professional field 1.2. Pedagogy. By order of the Rector of SWU,
she has been discharged with the right to defense. The dissertation was discussed for
preliminary defense and, following a decision that it meets the criteria for a dissertation-type

scientific study and formal structural and content requirements, it was directed for defense.

Relevance and structural characteristics of the dissertation

In the conditions of the collapse of previous hierarchies of knowledge, there is an increasing
diversity of ideas, interpretations, approaches, and practices related to personal development,
upbringing, and education presented in the popular science information space. These ideas
provoke new levels of interpretation and problematization within the pedagogical field,
stimulating new searches, practices, and answers to traditional problems that are often obscured
by the inertia of unquestioningly accepted ready-made solutions and models. The study carried
out in the dissertation regarding teachers' attitudes toward these ideas—how they motivate
teachers toward pedagogical creativity and innovation in the classroom, and what barriers exist
in integrating them into pedagogical experience—is of particular relevance and significance
for understanding ways to improve pedagogical practice. The author argues for the choice of

topic by pointing out that despite significant interest in popular science literature, popular



pedagogy itself is not a subject of specific research by the academic community, which leads
to missing valuable opportunities for mutual enrichment between theory and practice.

The dissertation has a total volume of 321 pages, of which 263 pages are the main text, and it
IS structured into an introduction, four chapters, conclusions, summary and recommendations,
and appendices presenting the instruments of the empirical research. The bibliography includes

489 titles, of which 297 are in Cyrillic, 192 in Latin, and 138 are internet sources.

Conceptualization and theoretical framework

The dissertation makes a comparison between scientific and popular science knowledge. On
this basis, conceptualization is grounded in revealing popular pedagogy as a specific area of
pedagogical knowledge located on the boundary between theoretical models and mass practice.
The connection with academic pedagogy is revealed as mutual supplementation and an
"ecological system of knowledge," achieving vitality and applicability of ideas through popular
science knowledge. The comparative analysis based on criteria related to goals, language,
distribution, information channels, and the applicability of proposed ideas and solutions
outlines the essential characteristics of popular pedagogy and its various directions. A merit of
the discussion is the disclosure of the functions of popular pedagogical knowledge, the
reciprocity of the scientific and the personal within it, the conceptualization of personal
experience and critical reflection, and presentation of solutions that work in practice. Through
a rich synthesis of the thematic and procedural characteristics of popular pedagogy, the author
exceeds her initial design and succeeds in deriving significant characteristics of a successful

process of teaching and the personal development of students.

Methodology and research procedure

A mixed methodology was chosen, integrating quantitative and qualitative data, through which
a deep understanding was achieved in response to the formulated scientific questions regarding
the specifics of the studied phenomena, as well as a comprehensive and in-depth analysis of
teachers' preferences for ideas and practices presented in the popular science field, barriers, and
the possibilities for "reverse™ influence of implemented practical solutions on academic theory.
Quantitative data were obtained through a survey of 50 primary school teachers via Google
Forms using the respondent method. The structure of the survey, in terms of content blocks and
specific statements within them, allows for an in-depth verification of the validity of the
assumptions made in the formulated hypotheses. The verification is empirical, not

experimental, as claimed on page 20, since an experiment was not conducted. However, the



content of the questions and the way the results were processed reveal detailed characteristics
in accordance with the declared research design.

Statements in each of the scales in the questionnaire are evaluated on a 5-point Likert-type
scale. Their content aims at assessing academic pedagogical preparation, establishing thematic
interests and motives for interest in popular pedagogy and non-traditional pedagogical
problems, identifying how institutional professional culture and the social environment
encourage or limit these interests, personal practical experience, barriers, and the extent to
which the teachers share their own experience in a broader environment.

The in-depth interviews conducted are aimed at the same thematic fields but, with a more
detailed focus, reveal more richly nuanced characteristics related to the application of popular

science knowledge in the professional practice of teachers.

Significance of the research results

The results of the research are valuable from both a theoretical and a practical point of view.
The content specifications are rich and provide an up-to-date look at significant characteristics
of the attitude toward and application of pedagogical ideas and practices presented in the
popular science field. Among the results of the research conducted by the doctoral student, |
would highlight as particularly significant:

Teachers' professional interests are strongly directed toward areas with applicability; the
pragmatic orientation is in search of "working solutions,” toward which academic theory less
frequently directs them.

In this regard, | would ask the following question: What new pedagogical practices do teachers
integrate into their activities, beyond and in contrast to academic recommendations?
Teachers do not blindly copy ideas but try to adapt them. The strongest motivating factor is the
attitude of the students.

The "horizontal model™ of sharing through communication with colleagues and intra-school
forums emerges as much more effective for becoming acquainted with new ideas and
applications compared to administrative channels (Regional Management of Education,
Ministry), which have the weakest influence on real practice.

Teachers report that they encounter some systemic limitations when applying alternative
models, mostly related to constraints from the curricula, lack of time, regulatory workload, and

outdated facilities in some classrooms.



A significant result is that school culture is supportive regarding innovations and that
innovative aspirations are perceived in schools more as a necessity for development than as a
risk or threat, which legitimizes popular pedagogy as an environment for change.

The abstract reflects the structure, content, and main results of the dissertation research. Four
publications are presented, which popularize parts of the dissertation research and testify to the

doctoral student's development in the research field.

Scientific contributions

The essential features of popular science knowledge are systematized, and its role in integrating
scientific, personal, and practical knowledge in pedagogy is substantiated.

A detailed analysis has been performed, revealing the specific characteristics of popular
pedagogy—its mediating nature, accessibility, practical orientation, and hybridity. Its
epistemological features as a derivative of academic pedagogy, closely related to personal
experience and specific context, are clarified.

Specific characteristics of teachers' attitudes and preferences are revealed.

Main information channels, factors influencing the adoption of ideas from popular pedagogy,
and the systemic barriers preventing their sustainable integration into school practice are
determined.

Specific guidelines are formulated for strengthening the link between academic theory and the
practical work of the teacher through the use of ideas from popular pedagogy.

Conclusion

The depth of content, the analysis of a very rich information base, the high level of
comprehensiveness of the characteristics of the studied phenomena, the precision of the
research conducted, the significance of the results, and the practical recommendations make
the dissertation useful for both researchers and practicing educators. | positively evaluate the
presented dissertation and propose that the esteemed scientific jury to award the educational
and scientific degree "Doctor" to Alisha Pavlova.
