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1. General Characteristics of the Dissertation and the Submitted Materials

I have always regarded a doctoral dissertation not only as a completed scholarly
work, but also as evidence of the doctoral candidate’s development as a
researcher. For this reason, in evaluating the submitted dissertation, my attention
is focused not only on the results achieved, but also on the path followed in the
process of attaining them. Alisha Pavlova’s professional and creative trajectory
reveals an upward process of developing a research culture, the capacity for
independent scholarly thinking, and readiness to contribute to the advancement of
scientific knowledge.

The submitted dissertation is devoted to a problem that attracts attention both
because of its relevance and because of its relatively limited presence in
contemporary pedagogical research. The topic focuses on popular science
pedagogy—a phenomenon that is visibly present within the professional
environment of teachers but only rarely becomes an independent object of in-
depth pedagogical analysis.

The dissertation comprises 321 pages and includes an introduction, four chapters,
a conclusion, findings, contributions, publications, bibliography, and appendices.
The literature reviewed—489 sources, including 297 in Cyrillic and 192 in Latin
script, as well as 138 Internet sources—demonstrates extensive preliminary



research and a clear intention to establish a broad theoretical foundation for the
study.

2. Relevance and Significance of the Research Problem

The value of the chosen topic extends beyond its relevance. Of particular
importance is the fact that it raises questions concerning the movement of
pedagogical knowledge between science and practice, the ways in which teachers
gain access to new ideas, and the possibilities for professional experience to
become a source of pedagogical knowledge.

The doctoral candidate rightly identifies a contradiction between the growing
influence of popular science pedagogical knowledge and its limited presence as a
subject of systematic scholarly analysis. It is precisely this contradiction that
determines the relevance and scientific significance of the study.

Particularly important is the fact that Alisha Pavlova does not view popular
science pedagogy as an alternative to academic pedagogy but rather explores the
possibilities for interaction between the two. In this way, the research transcends
the boundaries of a purely descriptive approach and addresses broader questions
related to the functioning of pedagogical knowledge within the contemporary
educational environment.

3. Evaluation of the Research Conceptual Framework

The research framework is characterized by a high degree of logical coherence
and internal consistency. The formulated object, subject, aim, objectives, research
questions, and hypotheses constitute a unified methodological framework for the
study.

Especially noteworthy is the doctoral candidate’s effort to conceptualize popular
science pedagogy as a specific environment for educational practice rather than
merely as a collection of popular pedagogical ideas and texts.

The research questions and hypotheses are logically related to the subject matter
of the study and direct attention toward key aspects of the problem under
consideration, including the influence of academic pedagogy, teachers’
expectations, the role of the social and institutional environment, and the
possibility for educational practice to generate new pedagogical knowledge.

At the same time, certain remarks may be made regarding the need for a more
precise operationalization of some of the concepts employed and a clearer



distinction between particular aspects of the object and subject of the research.
These observations, however, do not undermine the overall logic of the research
design.

4. Evaluation of the Theoretical Achievements

The theoretical part of the dissertation is presented in Chapters One and Two and
constitutes the conceptual foundation of the entire study.

The greatest strength of the dissertation at the theoretical level lies in its effort to
move beyond the traditional understanding of popular science pedagogy as a
collection of popular pedagogical texts and to interpret it as a specific space of
interaction between academic knowledge, professional experience, and
educational practice.

In Chapter One, Alisha Pavlova examines the relationship between scientific and
popular science pedagogical knowledge and raises the question of their place
within the development of pedagogical knowledge. Particular attention should be
paid to the emphasis placed on the teacher as a reflective practitioner capable of
interpreting, adapting, and transforming pedagogical ideas.

Chapter Two represents a particularly strong theoretical core of the dissertation.
It attempts to systematize the main characteristics, directions, and thematic fields
of popular science pedagogy. The proposed classification possesses undeniable
heuristic value and opens opportunities for further research.

Taken as a whole, the theoretical positions advanced in Chapters One and Two
demonstrate substantial familiarity with the problem under investigation, a strong
capacity for systematization, and a commitment to developing an original
authorial interpretation.

5. Evaluation of the Empirical Research

The empirical component is based on a combination of quantitative and
qualitative approaches. Particularly valuable is the fact that the empirical study
has not been included merely as a formal requirement of the dissertation but is
organically connected to the author’s central thesis.

The obtained results do not simply register teachers’ attitudes; they make it
possible to trace how pedagogical ideas move from the sphere of popular science
knowledge into actual educational practice and are subsequently transferred back
into the scientific pedagogical domain.



The findings reveal a significant interest in popular science pedagogical
knowledge combined with a high appreciation of the role of academic pedagogy.
This allows the author to substantiate the thesis concerning the complementary
nature of these two forms of pedagogical knowledge.

Especially interesting are the results of the in-depth interviews, which portray the
teacher as an active interpreter and creator of pedagogical meaning. The analysis
demonstrates that popular science pedagogical ideas are not adopted mechanically
but are adapted and transformed in accordance with the specific educational
context.

A further positive aspect is the fact that the analysis takes into account both the
opportunities and the limitations associated with the transfer of ideas from popular
science pedagogy into educational practice.

6. Scientific and Applied Contributions

In my opinion, the most significant contribution of the dissertation lies in its
attempt to provide a scholarly interpretation and conceptualization of popular
science pedagogy as a relatively independent object of pedagogical analysis.

Another important contribution is the clarification of the mediating role of popular
science pedagogical knowledge between academic pedagogy and educational
practice. Particularly valuable is Alisha Pavlova’s argument that the movement of
pedagogical knowledge is not a one-way process but also allows for feedback
mechanisms through which practical experience may become a source of new
pedagogical knowledge.

Additional contributions include the systematization of the principal directions of
popular science pedagogy and the results of the empirical research, which reveal
teachers’ attitudes toward this type of knowledge and the possibilities for its
application in professional practice.

7. Publications Related to the Dissertation Topic

The submitted report on compliance with the minimum national requirements
demonstrates that Alisha Pavlova meets the requirements of the Academic Staff
Development Act of the Republic of Bulgaria for the acquisition of the
Educational and Scientific Degree “Doctor” in Professional Field 1.2. Pedagogy,
as well as the Internal Regulations for Academic Staff Development at South-
West University “Neofit Rilski”.



In addition to the dissertation, which provides the required points under Indicator
A, four publications related to the dissertation topic have been presented. These
publications contribute a total of 40 points under Group G indicators, thus
fulfilling and exceeding the minimum required threshold of 30 points.

The publication activity demonstrates consistency in the development of the
selected research problem and a commitment to disseminating the obtained results
within the scholarly community.

The dissertation abstract complies with the formal requirements and accurately
reflects the content of the dissertation.

8. Recommendations and Question to the Doctoral Candidate

For her future research, I would recommend that Alisha Pavlova continue the
theoretical refinement of the concept of “popular science pedagogy” by more
clearly defining its boundaries in relation to related phenomena such as
pedagogical journalism, the popularization of pedagogical knowledge, and
various forms of professional communication among educators.

It would also be beneficial to develop a more detailed typology of the directions
within popular science pedagogy based on a unified classification criterion.

I would like to address the following question to the doctoral candidate:

The dissertation advances the thesis that educational practice can generate new
pedagogical knowledge. In your opinion, what criteria allow us to distinguish
between individual pedagogical experience and knowledge that may be
recognized as significant for the broader pedagogical community?

9. Conclusion

My analysis of the dissertation, the dissertation abstract, and the publications of
Alisha Pavlova provides sufficient grounds for concluding that the submitted
study meets the requirements for an independent scholarly work for the
acquisition of the Educational and Scientific Degree “Doctor”.

In the dissertation, I find not only a conscientiously conducted theoretical and
empirical study but also a clearly expressed aspiration toward independent
scholarly thinking and the development of an original position on a problem that
will continue to attract the attention of the pedagogical community.



I particularly appreciate the doctoral candidate’s effort to draw attention to the
role of popular science pedagogy as a mediator between scientific knowledge and
educational practice and to the possibility of viewing the teacher not merely as a
consumer but also as a creator of pedagogical knowledge.

The aforementioned merits provide me with sufficient grounds to give a positive
evaluation of the dissertation and confidently recommend that the esteemed
Scientific Jury award Alisha Sabinova Pavlova the Educational and Scientific
Degree “Doctor” in Professional Field 1.2. Pedagogy, Scientific Speciality
“Theory of Education and Didactics”, Higher Education Area 1. Educational
Sciences.
