This competition for the scientific title "Professor" has one candidate -
Associate Professor Doctor of science Vladislav Alexandrov Lazarov. The submitted
documents comply with the requirements of the Law of Development of Academic
Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (ZRASRB), the Regulations for its implementation
for the academic position of "Professor", and the Regulations of the South-West
University Neofit Rilski - Blagoevgrad for the implementation of ZRASRB.

31 scientific papers were presented for review, which were published after a
successful defense of a dissertation for a doctor of science and successful
participation in a competition for the academic position of "associate professor”. The
majority of them - 4 are co-authored and 27 are developed independently and include:
1 monograph (habilitation paper); 3 articles and reports in co-authorship, published in
scientific publications, referenced and indexed in world-renowned databases with
scientific information; 25 articles and reports published in edited collective volumes;
1 author's study, published in a non-refereed edition with scientific review; 1
university textbook. Of all the publications proposed for review, 7 are in English.

2. General characteristics of the candidate's research, applied research

and andragogical work

The publications with which Assoc. Prof. Dr. Vladislav Lazarov participates in
this competition are a reflection of his research interests in the field of higher
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education 9. "Security and Defense"”, professional direction 9.1. "National Security
(Strategic Resources for National, Regional and Global Security)" and cover current
current problems from modern understandings of the essence of national, regional
and global security, as a set of factors forming the dominant role of the strategic
resources on which the candidate purposefully and systematically works.

Among them, the works dedicated to the geopolitical status of major
international players in the face of the EU, the policy of the Bulgarian state for
control and access to strategic resources, the current problems facing the state
government in the context of our membership in the EU, the protection of critical
infrastructure, the analysis of aspects essential for national security in the modern
geopolitical environment such as the energy component, the rich history and valuable
experience of Bulgarian labor-production cooperatives as a pillar of the social
economy, etc. stand out. It is important to note that they are characterized by a desire
to transfer modern scientific theory into the modern Bulgarian educational system
and practice, which is an undisputed achievement of the candidate. In the scientific
publications submitted for the competition, these issues are analyzed systematically
and in an original way, convincingly demonstrating serious and in-depth knowledge
of their current state and key development trends.

The scientific production of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Lazarov shows that it is up-to-
date and directly oriented to the needs of the educational process of the Department
of "National Security and Public Administration”. The evaluated works have been
published in authoritative specialized scientific publications. The monograph, the
scientific study and the textbook treat significant and even painfully important
problems for our modernity, which testifies to their necessity and usefulness. The
reports have been presented at authoritative national and international scientific
forums dedicated to the problems of national security, and the study and articles have
been published in leading national and international publications, which allows the
author's theses to reach a larger number of readers and researchers. The titles
submitted for review meet the requirements and standards for academic publications,
as they clearly distinguish the author's approaches, methods, analyses, assessments



and ideas. The candidate's language is academic and in-depth, but accessible, which
Is a virtue and a mandatory requirement for quality teaching.

In their entirety, the scientific developments of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Lazarov fully
correspond to the topic of the announced competition and present him as a consistent
researcher with a pronounced disciplinary focus in the broad field of security science
and, more specifically, in the fundamental field of strategic security resources,
reflecting modern achievements in national and international practice. The complex
analysis of the candidate's production shows that the materials submitted for review
fully meet the academic requirements and standards.

An undoubted merit in the candidate's production is that the main part of the
reviewed titles as topics and problems are part of the academic disciplines taught by
Assoc.

4. Evaluation of the andragogical preparation and work of the candidate

The multifaceted scientific work of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Vladislav Lazarov, as well
as his extensive teaching experience, is a prerequisite for his successful activity in the
academic field. According to the reference presented in the competition documents,
since 2017, the candidate in the competition has successively held the positions of
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assistant, chief assistant and associate professor at the University of Library Science
and Information Technologies - Sofia Faculty of Information Sciences of UniBIT. In
2016, the candidate successfully defended his doctoral thesis for a doctorate of
sciences and since 2021, after successful participation in a competition, he has held
the academic position of associate professor, as a lecturer on the subject in the
professional field of the announced competition. Since 2026, he has been a part-time
lecturer in the Department of National Security and Public Administration, Faculty of
Law and History of the South-western University "Neofit Rilski". He is a prominent
innovative colleague whose academic career and growth have been realized in the
field of national security. The professional interests of Associate Professor Dr.
Lazarov are in the field of strategic resource management; national and energy
security, risk assessment and vulnerability of critical infrastructure.

A convincing argument for his professional training and competence to teach
on topics and problems from the subject matter specified in the competition is the
unyielding consistency with which over the years he has expanded and deepened his
knowledge and competences in various dimensions of the theory and practice of
national security. Vladislav Lazarov has a Master of Laws degree from the University
of Law since 2004, in 2006 he graduated as a Master of Science in "National Security
and Defense™ at the "G. S. Rakovski" University of Applied Sciences and a Master of
Science in "Economic Management™ at the Technical University of Sofia. In 20009,
Vladislav Lazarov defended his doctoral dissertation on the topic of "Strategic
Resources for Maintaining National Security” at the Academy of the Ministry of
Internal Affairs. To these evidences of in-depth theoretical training should be added
the merits of his experience as an associate professor, supervisor of numerous
graduate students, as well as his rich management experience and expertise in the
implementation of national security policy. He was a Parliamentary Secretary of the
Ministry of Interior, an associate in committees of the National Assembly. He is a
member of various authoritative associations, a member of the Union of Scientists in
Bulgaria, as well as on the editorial board of the magazine "Bulgarian Police".



All this - knowledge, high organizational skills, abilities and experience in the
field of management and teaching in the field of national security - presupposes
successful handling of the responsibilities of the sought-after academic position.

5. Main research results and contributions

The research and academic work of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Lazarov is focused on
some of the important aspects of the undoubtedly complex, current and significant
issues in the fundamental scientific field of the theory of national, regional and global
security.

The candidate's proposal that the research results in the publications submitted
for evaluation be structured in two main areas - theoretical and contributions with a
practical focus is logical, but I believe that greater representativeness will be achieved
through meaningful unification and systematization of these achievements if they are
distributed in three of the doctrinal directions in the field of national security -
geopolitical, strategic and socio-economic.

1. Conceptualization of geopolitical doctrines - geopolitical status, leadership
and international order

Publications in this direction are oriented towards fundamental theory and have
a strongly expressed analytical and defining character. They lay the conceptual
foundations of the scientific research of Assoc. Prof. Lazarov, who redefined
traditional categories such as "geopolitical status" (transferring it from the state to the
EU) and established cause-and-effect relationships in the international architecture,
where the geopolitical clash is leading, and the international order - secondary.

1.1. Building a concept of geopolitical status and leadership. The author's
concept of the geopolitical status of the main geopolitical players is built and the
essence of the system of geopolitical relations, which is hierarchically arranged, and
the change of leadership in it is an objective process, is revealed. Publications with

1.2. Analysis of the geopolitical status of the European Union. Through the
dialectical pair "possibility - reality”, an original attempt has been made to analyze
the geopolitical status of the European Union in its capacity as a non-state entity,



overcoming the dominant view in previous analyses of the status being tied solely to
the state.

1.3. Redefining the role of international relations and politics. In a new way
and with additional arguments, it has been proven that international relations and the
international order are secondary variables to the geopolitical clash, and international
politics and security policy in the global era cannot be adequately analyzed outside
the relations between the main geopolitical players.

2. Strategic resource management, geostrategic planning and defense
capabilities

The contributions in this direction are oriented towards the methodology and
management of security, therefore it serves as a bridge between theory and real
practice. The common point here is the focus on strategic planning tools — creating
classifications/taxonomy of resources, defining measures for controlling them and
developing geostrategic models based on “political realism”. It offers specific
approaches for asserting interests and building defense/national capabilities.

2.1. Taxonomy and control of strategic resources. A taxonomy of strategic
resources is proposed, which are the basis of the contemporary geopolitical clash.
Based on the analysis of the geopolitical status of the Republic of Bulgaria, specific
measures for planning national capabilities are also proposed, including, above all,
control over resources.

2.2. Geostrategic potential and political realism of the EU. The potential of the
European Union to be a global geopolitical player is analyzed and it is proven that its
development requires the Union's policy to be based on the so-called political
realism. Scientific prerequisites have been created for the development of a
geostrategy for the transformation of the EU into a major geopolitical player for the
protection of collective and national interests. Publications with numbers 1.1; 1V.16;

3. Socio-economic problems - social security, cooperative movement and
security of education



The direction is oriented towards direct social and practical application, leaving
the sphere of high geopolitics and focusing on the real sector, social realities and
knowledge transfer. What unites the contributions here is their applied nature in civil
society and academic circles - on the one hand, through strategic support of specific
economic structures in Bulgaria, such as the cooperative movement, for example, and
on the other - through institutionalization of the accumulated knowledge in the
educational process for training future national security personnel.

3.1. Strategic development of the social and solidarity economy. As a result of
the analysis of social security, the development of the social and solidarity economy
in Bulgaria and the ten-year development of the cooperative movement, a strategy,
vision and mission of the National Union of Labor and Production Cooperatives have
been developed. Publications with numbers IV.17; VV.27; IV.28.

3.2. Conceptual framework for training in the field of security. A
comprehensive knowledge construct has been created, which is used and can be used
for training students and doctoral students in specialties of the professional field 9.1.
"National Security". Publications with numbers 1.1; 11.1; I11.1; IV.4; IV.5; IV.6; IV.7;
IV.8; IV.9; IV.10; IV.14; V.15; IV.16; V.18; IV.21; V.22; 1V.23; IV.24; 1V.25;

The scientific contributions of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Vladislav Lazarov have high
theoretical value, as they successfully modernize geopolitical analysis by introducing
non-state entities, such as the EU, into the paradigm of geopolitical status and prove
the primary role of geopolitical conflict in relation to international order.

In practical terms, the value of the works is expressed in the development of
specific management tools - taxonomy of resources, measures for planning the
national capabilities of Bulgaria and long-term strategic visions for the development
of the cooperative movement and the social economy.

Last but not least, the contributions have significant educational value, since
systematized scientific knowledge directly provides and builds the educational
process for the preparation of specialists and doctoral students in the professional
field of "National Security".



It is obvious that within the framework of a review, which is normatively
limited in its volume, it is difficult to give a specific assessment of all the
contributions indicated by the candidate, therefore | will express my support for the
way they are formulated and taxonomized, and without in any way belittling the other
scientific works of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Lazarov, | will allow myself to emphasize the
contributions in his habilitation work - "The Geopolitical Status of the European
Union", as a representative scientific result of his many years of practical and creative
efforts.

What distinguishes the monograph and makes it interesting, useful and
significant is that for the first time in the Bulgarian (and not only) research space, the
author presents his professional point of view, proposing and justifying a new
different approach to the geopolitical status of one of the most prestigious integration
communities internationally in the face of the EU.

An indisputable heuristic moment in the study is the argumentation of the
thesis that the successful development, upgrading and authorial modification of
theoretical models and concepts, which are then applied for empirical research in
practice, allow for the derivation of a new methodological framework and a new view
of the problem under consideration. This is precisely what allows the author to
objectify his extraordinary view that today the European Union does not have an
adequate geostrategy, does not have a strategy for changing its geopolitical status,
probably does not have insightful geostrategists, but it seems that the biggest deficit
Is leadership.
