On the scientific works of Ass. Prof. DSc Vladislav Alexandrov Lazarov,

Presented for participating in a competition for appointment to the academic position of ,,PROFESSOR"

In the higher education field 9. ,,Security and Defense”, ,,National Security/Strategic Resources for
National, Regional and Global Security/“, announced in the State Gazette, issue of 17.04.2026

1. Evaluation of the competition papers submitted

In the present competition for appointment to the academic position of ,PROFESSOR” we have
one applicant — Assoc.Prof. DSc Vladislav Alexandrov Lazarov. The documents presented comply
with the requirements of the Act of Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of
Bulgaria /ADASRB/, the Regulations for its implementation, as well as the Regulations of the
South-West University ,,Neofit Rilski” for applying ADASRB.
31 scientific papers submitted for review were published after the successful Thesis Defense for
a Doctor of Science and successful participation in a competition for the academic position of
,associate professor”. The main part of them, 27 in number, are developed independently and
four are co-authored:
e A monograph submitted as a habilitation thesis;
e Three articles and reports, co-authored and published in scientific journals which are
refereed and indexed in world-renowned scientific databases;
e One author’s scientific studio published in a non-refereed journal with scientific reviews;
e One university textbook]
e 25 articles and reports published in edited collective volumes, part of which are refereed
and indexed in scientific databases.
Seven of the submitted papers are in English.
| admit all the papers for reviewing as they correspond to the subject area of the
competition, they have not been submitted to participating in other competitions and they
have not been reviewed. | rate their number as representative and fully sufficient for
participation in a competition for , professor”.

General characteristics of the applicant’s scientific and applied research activities

The report on the implementation of the minimum national requirements under Art. 25 of
ADASRB for appointment to the academic position of ,professor” in the higher education field 9
,Security and Defense”, professional area 9.1 ,National Security” shows 1398,3 points when 550
are needed. The scientific activities of the applicant are focused on transferring knowledge
system analysis and defining problems, validating results, innovations and re-defining concepts.



Ass. Prof. DSc Lazarov's scientific production is topical and directly focused on the teaching
process of the Department of National Security and Public Administration. The papers reviewed
are published in authoritative specialized scientific journals.

The analysis of the applicant’s papers submitted for review shows that they fully meet the
academic requirements and standards.

The main part of the titles reviewed as topics and problems are part of the subjects taught by
Ass. Prof. DSc Lazarov and suggested to the students as educational literature, which is an
undoubted merit.

The monograph ,,Geopolitical Status of the European Union“ is dedicated to an extremely
topical scientific ptoblem — the global geopolitical confrontation and the crisis in the
international relations. | absolutely accept one of the main argumentations of the author that
the new global geopolitical system requires new approaches, not the traditional ones, because
there are new geopolitical proportions which have to be explained by applying new methods of
geopolitical analysis. One of the central concepts for applying this analysis is ,,geopolitical
status”.

Another good argumentation is that the international relations and order have always been
secondary variables vs. geopolitical confrontation.

In the global era, international politics and security policy cannot be analyzed adequately
excluding the relations between the main geopolitical players. Based on the critical
interpretation of the research results in this sphere, the author justifiably concludes that the
concept of the geopolitical status definitely referring to the state dominates in the recent
geopolitical analyses. The EU is not a state, therefore little of what has been achieved in the
scientific analysis can be of use.

The entire presentation is focused on searching for answers to these questions: what is the
geopolitical status of the EU; what can a European geostrategy for turning the EU into a main
geopolitical player be devised, so that the collective interests of the member states could be
protected.

The global cycle of changing the leadership of the main geopolitical players is analyzed, showing
the characteristics of their status. | accept Ass.Prof. DSc Lazarov's assertion that it is not possible
to speak about an unambiguous and complete change of the global leadership yet. We are
currently observing a transition period characterized both by competition between established
and rising forces and by increasing complexity of the international system.

The monograph pays special attention to the control or access to strategic resources as an
opportunity for geopolitical transformation. The control on the resources is a fundamental
prerequisite for organizing modern societies. In his monograph, as well as in other publications,
it is proved that the global energy supply lies in the basis of the present-day geopolitical,
economic and social transformation processes.

The monograph traces the chronology of the evolution and the cycles in the last 500 years of
European development. However, this is not aimless, it emphasizes the fact that the European
large space is the first separate geopolitical space. In the course of many years the big European
states have gained sufficient historical experience in the geopolitical clashes. This experience
can and should be used, mostly in analyzing the present geopolitical status of the EU, in
developing and implementing an adequate geopolitical strategy, as well as in performing a
unified and consistently pursued geopolitics.



The analysis of the EU’s potential to be a global geopolitical player is impressive. The main point
is that this potential can be developed by following a geopolitical strategy and the policy of the
Union should be based on the so-called ,,POLITICAL REALISM*“. The author claims that it is
absolutely necessary to develop at least a strategy for control and access to strategic resources.
In conclusion, the author marks that the EU does neither currently have an adequate
geostrategy nor a strategy changing its geopolitical status. And probably there are not insightful
geo-strategists. However, the greatest deficit is leadership.

The textbook ,Strategic Resources for the National, Regional and Global Security” aims at
enlarging the students’ knowledge in the sphere of managing strategic resources and ptesenting
structured information about the significance of the control and access to these resources for
the national, regional and global security.

For the needs of teaching, the textbook represents systematic knowledge about geopolitics,
political geography and geostrategy, geopolitical analysis and geopolitical status of the states.
Special attention is paid to the risks of managing the strategic resources from the perspective of
the state control, a change in the system of international relations and the modern global
geoprojects.

A substantial part of the textbook is dedicated to the Bulgarian policy of control and access to
strategic resources, analyzing the geopolitical status of the Republic of Bulgaria in regard to the
changed sphere of security and the latest threats.

In his study ,,Financial Resources as a Factor for Domestic Stability and Foreign Safety of the
State/Bulgaria from the end of the 19" and the beginning of the 20*" ./, Ass. Prof. Vladislav
Lazarov examines the problem of managing the financial resources and the consequences of the
poor management on the domestic stability and the foreign safety of the state against the
background of the Bulgarian history from the end of the 19" and the beginning of the 20" c. The
influence of the management of the financial state resources on the political life and the
international relations of the Bulgarian state has been traced.

The submitted articles and reports analyze significant theoretical problems and practical
approaches which are related to the competition for appointment to the academic position
,professor” in professional area 9.1 ,,National Security”.

The articles and reports analyze the policy of Bulgaria for control and access to strategic
resources, the system of defense of the critical infrastructure, the national security in the aspect
of modern geopolitical challenges, the opportunities for Bulgaria to become a regional energy
center, the impact of the processes in the Black Sea region on the Balkan geopolitical knot; the
ability of the EU to control and access the strategic resources, etc.
