Subject: Competition for the academic position of “Professor” in Professional Field 9.1.
National Security (Strategic Resources for National, Regional and Global Security), announced

I. General Presentation of the Procedure and the Candidate

The present opinion has been prepared in connection with my participation as a member of the
Scientific Jury in the competition for the academic position of “Professor” in Professional Field
9.1. National Security (Strategic Resources for National, Regional and Global Security),
announced for the needs of South-West University “Neofit Rilski”.

One candidate has applied for the competition — Assoc. Prof. DSc¢ Vladislav Aleksandrov
Lazarov. The documents submitted by the candidate provide sufficient grounds to conclude that
the procedure is supported by the required set of materials for evaluation in accordance with the
Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria Act, the Regulations for its
implementation, and the Internal Rules for the Development of the Academic Staff of South-
West University “Neofit Rilski”.

Assoc. Prof. DSc Vladislav Lazarov has demonstrated consistent academic development in the
field of national security. He acquired:

e the educational and scientific degree “Doctor” with a dissertation entitled “Strategic
Resources for Maintaining National Security”. (2009);

o the scientific degree “Doctor of Sciences” with a dissertation entitled “Control over
Strategic Resources and the Security of Small States”. (2016)

This academic trajectory shows a clearly defined research specialization in the field of strategic
resources, national security, energy security, critical infrastructure and geopolitical
dependencies.

The candidate has teaching experience in Professional Field 9.1. National Security, including in
disciplines directly related to the subject area of the competition. He is the author of
monographs, studies, a textbook, articles and conference papers; he has participated in research
projects, has registered citations, and has supervised successfully defended doctoral students.
These circumstances outline the profile of a researcher and lecturer with accumulated academic,
expert and organisational experience.



II. Fulfilment of the Minimum National Requirements

The submitted reference regarding the fulfilment of the minimum national requirements and the
requirements of South-West University “Neofit Rilski” shows that Assoc. Prof. DSc Vladislav
Lazarov fulfils and exceeds the required indicators for occupying the academic position of
“Professor” in Professional Field 9.1. National Security.

With a minimum requirement of 550 points, the candidate has declared a total of 1,398.3 points.
This substantial excess over the minimum scientometric requirements is formed on the basis of
defended dissertations, a habilitation monograph, scientific publications, citations, participation
in scientific and educational projects, supervision of doctoral students, and other academic
activities. There is formal compliance with the regulatory framework for occupying the academic
position of “Professor”.

III. Evaluation of the Scientific Output

For participation in the competition, Assoc. Prof. DSc Vladislav Lazarov has submitted a
habilitation work — the monograph “The Geopolitical Status of the European Union”, a study, a
textbook, and scientific publications thematically related to the announced competition. The
scientific output demonstrates a consistent interest in several interrelated problem fields:
strategic resources, geopolitical transformations, energy security, critical infrastructure, national
and international security, and the place of the European Union in the changing system of
international relations.

The main habilitation work, “The Geopolitical Status of the European Union”, is devoted to a
topical and scientifically significant problem. The topic is directly related to the contemporary
transformations of the international security environment, the changing balance among the major
geopolitical actors, and the question of the European Union’s capacity to formulate and
implement its own geostrategy.

The monograph is logically structured. It consistently examines the relationship between
international relations and geopolitics, the status of the major geopolitical actors, the problem of
the European Union as a subject with limited geopolitical weight, and the potential of the EU to
establish itself as a global geopolitical factor. The analysis of strategic resources as a factor of
geopolitical transformation occupies a particularly important place in the study. This corresponds
directly to the thematic scope of the competition.

A positive feature of the work is the author’s effort to introduce the concept of “geopolitical
status” as an analytical instrument for assessing the place of the European Union in the
international system. The author does not examine the EU solely as an economic or institutional



union, but raises the question of its capacity to act as an independent strategic and geopolitical
subject. This approach is important both for the theory of national and international security and
for the practical understanding of European policies in the fields of resources, defence, critical
infrastructure and strategic autonomy.

Several main scientific emphases can be identified in the habilitation work. First, the author
attempts to systematise the concept of “geopolitical status” and to apply it to the European
Union, which is not a state in the classical sense of the term. Second, emphasis is placed on the
hierarchical character of the geopolitical system and on the change of leadership among the
major geopolitical actors. Third, strategic resources are examined as a key element of national,
regional and global security. Fourth, the study analyses the discrepancy between the potential of
the European Union and its actual capacity to conduct a unified geopolitical strategy.

These emphases show that the habilitation work has its own conceptual framework and is
oriented towards issues of high relevance. The study is particularly relevant in the context of the
war in Ukraine, changes in transatlantic relations, Europe’s energy dependence, competition for
strategic resources, and the growing importance of critical infrastructure as both an object and an
instrument of security policy.

The candidate’s other publications complement and expand the thematic scope of the habilitation
work. They examine issues related to Bulgaria’s policy for control and access to strategic
resources, the protection of critical infrastructure, energy solutions of the twenty-first century,
global rivalry, the Black Sea region, cyber and terrorist threats, as well as organisational and
managerial aspects of security. There is an internal thematic coherence among the individual
publications, which allows the candidate’s scientific output to be assessed as a consistent
research programme.

The textbook “Strategic Resources for National, Regional and Global Security” is significant for
the educational process in Professional Field 9.1. National Security. It is directly related to the
subject area of the competition and can be used in the training of students and doctoral students
in disciplines related to strategic resources, security and geopolitics.

IV. Evaluation of the Scientific Contributions

I accept that the scientific contributions presented by the candidate are genuinely related to the
main directions of his scientific output. They can be summarised in several groups.

First, the author’s attempt to conceptualise geopolitical status as a category through which the
place of the major geopolitical actors, and particularly of the European Union, in the
contemporary international system can be analysed has a contributory character.

Second, the analysis of strategic resources as a foundation of state power, economic resilience,
energy security and the capacity to conduct an effective national and international security policy
is scientifically significant.



Third, the attempt to link geopolitical analysis, resource security and the problems of critical
infrastructure has contributory value. This connection is particularly important because
contemporary security risks increasingly manifest themselves not only through classical military
threats, but also through energy dependencies, cyberattacks, supply disruptions, vulnerabilities of
transport and communication systems, and pressure on key infrastructure facilities.

Fourth, the conclusions related to the need for more comprehensive planning of national
capabilities, based on an assessment of resources, vulnerabilities and strategic dependencies,
have practical value. This is important not only for academic debate, but also for the expert
support of policies in the field of security.

V. Teaching, Scientific-Organisational and Expert Activity

Assoc. Prof. DSc Vladislav Lazarov has the necessary teaching experience in disciplines related
to national security, strategic resources and demographic aspects of security. The presented data
on teaching activity, doctoral supervision, participation in research projects, citations and expert
activity complement the positive assessment of his academic profile.

It is particularly important that the candidate combines academic training with practical
managerial and expert experience in the field of security. This is a significant advantage in
Professional Field 9.1. National Security, where the relationship between theory, analysis and
practical applicability is of particular importance.

V1. Critical Remarks and Recommendations

Several recommendations may be addressed to the submitted scientific output, without altering
my positive assessment.

First, in his future research the candidate could further develop the methodological part of
geopolitical analysis, including through a clearer distinction between the theoretical, historical
and prognostic levels of research.

Second, given the relevance of the topic of strategic resources, it would be useful for part of his
future publications to include more comparative empirical data, indicators and measurable
criteria for assessing the resource dependence and geopolitical vulnerability of states and
alliances.

Third, it is advisable for the candidate to continue publishing the results of his research in
internationally visible journals and editions, since the topics of strategic resources, critical
infrastructure and the geopolitical status of the EU have clearly expressed international
significance.



These remarks are recommendations for future development and do not call into question the
scientific qualities of the submitted output.

VII. Conclusion

On the basis of the submitted materials, the scientific output, the habilitation work, the fulfilment
of the minimum national requirements, the candidate’s teaching experience, scientific-
organisational and expert activity, I give a positive assessment of the participation of Assoc.
Prof. DSc Vladislav Aleksandrov Lazarov in the competition.

I consider that the candidate possesses the necessary scientific, teaching and professional
qualities for occupying the academic position of “Professor” in Professional Field 9.1. National
Security (Strategic Resources for National, Regional and Global Security).

On these grounds, I propose to the esteemed Scientific Jury to elect Assoc. Prof. DSc Vladislav
Aleksandrov Lazarov to the academic position of “Professor” at South-West University “Neofit
Rilski” in Professional Field 9.1. National Security (Strategic Resources for National, Regional
and Global Security).
