1. Brief biographical data of the candidate

Assoc. Prof. Dr Terziyska teaches at the Pedagogy Department, Faculty of

Education at South-West University Neofit Rilski. She is the only candidate to

compete for the awarding of the academic position Professor.

In 1983 she graduated from a Master Degree in Pedagogy with a
specialization in music from Sofia University St. Kliment Ohridski —
Blagoevgrad Branch. She has a professional qualification in Special Pedagogy —

Pedagogy for Individuals with Intellectual Disabilities, which she obtained in
the period September 1999 — July 2000.

In 2006 she received a certificate of confirmation for participation in
additional training (specialization) in Cottbus, Germany. The training was on the
i1ssues of children and adolescents with disabilities — approaches, forms and
methods of work. Moreover, Assoc. Prof. Terziyska holds certificates for
successfully completed training and participation in international symposia,
conferences and projects both in Bulgaria and abroad, such as: ,,Basic motor
skills of children with Down syndrome. Motor Development and Intervention™
(The Netherlands, 2009); Work with Cloud Technologies (2018), etc.

In 1996 she detended her Pedagogy doctoral dissertation on ,,Development

of science curriculum in primary school — from the Liberation of Bulgaria until

1944”. Since 2003 she has been Associate Professor of Special Education at
South-West University Neofit Rilski.
Assoc. Prof. Dr. Terziyska has a strong expertise in pedagogy which she

has obtained in her professional development as a teacher (at the Sixth

Secondary School Ivan Vazov — Blagoevgrad, in the period 1984-1999). She is
also highly-qualified in the field of special education, as a part-time assistant at
the Faculty of Education and Faculty of Medicine and Pedagogy (1984-1999),
Assistant Professor at the Faculty of Philosophy (2000-2003) and associate

professor in the Faculty of Education at South-West University Neofit Rilski
(since May 23, 2003).



2. Characteristics of the candidate’s research and research-
applicable output
The scientific output of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Pelagia Terziyska, since her
acquisition of the academic position of Assistant Professor, includes 62
publications, which can be presented in the following categories:

The competition for the awarding of the academic position "protfessor"
includes 3 monographs, one of which is a rehabilitation work - "Children with
special educational needs in the general educational environment” (2012).

The following conclusions can be drawn from the abovementioned:

1) The scientific papers which have been submitted for review fully
correspond to the profile of the competition for awarding the academic position;

2) Participations in collective monographs and books (9.7% of the

applicant's total scientific output) include 6 independent studios — demonstrate

the affinity for independent research;

3) The scientific publications have got strictly separate thematic priorities.

3. Candidate’s main contributions to the scientific, applied and
teaching activities

Assoc. Prof. Terziyska's publishing 1s rich in content and volume. Three of

the monographs — ,,Children with special educational needs in the mainstream
educational environment”, ,Integrated teaching of children with special
educational needs”, ,,Contemporary dimensions of special education” — which
were cited in SCOPUS, Web of Science, as well as. papers with scientific
review — highlight the significance of the discussed issues. They serve as

evidence of contribution to the interpretation of the philosophy, methodology

and contemporary pedagogical theory and practice ot special education.

On the grounds of her own research and observations, the monograph

,,Children with special educational needs in the mainstream educational
environment” (2013, p. 312, ISBN 978-954-680-789-2), presents the author's
original 1deas regarding complex interaction with children and students with
special educational needs. The optimal pedagogical conditions for consolidation
of various interactions (educational, therapeutic, social) in the conditions of

Inclusive training have been presented. The social and educational model for



identifying these children has been established, with an emphasis on their
personality and needs. The importance of partnerships with parents of children
with disabilities and children with typical development is analyzed. New,
unconventional means of working by means of art education have been

proposed - including visual, musical and theatrical activities in order to achieve

better educational outcomes for children with special educational needs. The

work is valuable because of its practical orientation, included summaries,
conclusions and recommendations.

The monograph ,.Integrated Teaching of Children with Special Educational
Needs”(2005, p. 155, ISBN 10: 954-680-389-8; ISBN 13: 978-954-680-389-4;)
deals with a scientific problem occurring since the end of XX and the beginning
of the 21st century, i.e. the integration of children with special educational needs
into the mainstream educational environment. The conditions and factors for
successful implementation of this process are discussed. Opportunities for
improving the education of students with disabilities by applying strategies and
techniques for working with parents, qualifying pedagogues and developing an
individual educational program for each child have also been included. The
issue of the alteration in the learning environment organization was examined,
as a place to present the socio-pedagogical model and the modern understanding
of the potential development opportunities for children with special educational
needs. The current problematic situation in the Bulgarian school, related to the

aggression among children, hasn’t been overlooked either. Additionally,

valuable and working recommendations for preventing and minimizing the

aggressive behavior have been specified.

The monograph ,,Contemporary Dimensions of Special Education™ (2009,
186 p., ISBN 978-954-680-588-1) explores the theoretical aspect of the problem

of contemporary educational policy regarding children with disabilities 1n
Bulgaria and in countries of the European Union. Contributing aspects are in
terms of highlighting the dimensions and parameters of change and

modernization of special education, and especially the need to include children

with special needs in an early impact and early rehabilitation system. Last but



not least 1s the presentation and analysis of important normative documents

retlecting the new education policy and of the positive practices and trends in
the development of special education in our country and in some EU countries.

As a whole, the candidate’s main contributions to the scientific output
can be summarized as follows:

Of great contribution are the innovative interpretations of general
didactic questions, redirected into private methodological ones, which also have
to do with the education of students with intellectual disabilities.

The overall scientific output presents the candidate as being able to analyze
and contrast concepts and educational policies, to outline trends in corrective
work with children with special educational needs. The author's interests have a
particular focus on significant aspects of special pedagogical theory and
practice. They broaden the research horizons, enrich existing professional
knowledge. A thorough knowledge of the problems with the practical
implementation of integrated learning in Bulgaria, in comparison with other EU
countries, is presented, and new educational paradigms are presented for the
successful implementation of this process.
